· Open 

to all students in all majors. You need not have German to participate. No prerequisites.

· Courses

· German language instruction at all levels. No matter where you are in the language sequence, you will be able to continue in Berlin. Beginning German language students are welcome.
· Courses offered in English for German Studies and other majors (as indicated): Jewish Culture in Berlin (Jewish Studies, Literature, History, ICS), Berlin Since the War (History, ICS), Art & Architecture of Berlin (Art History, ICS). Students may in addition petition the DUS of the other majors for acceptance of course credit.
· All students take two courses.
· Live
in the culturally vibrant Kreuzberg section of Berlin. Students have their own rooms in two-bedroom apartments.

· Excursions
Sample excursions from previous summers: day-long trips to Dresden (city tour plus the renowned Zwinger art museums); Leipzig (the new BMW auto plant plus historical museum); the infamous Berlin Stasi Museum (commemorating the role of the East German secret police), the Bundestag (Federal Parliament Building); Potsdam (to see the castles and gardens); and the Sachsenhausen concentration camp. Additional trips will be organized in conjunction with specific courses. 

· Travel
to other cities throughout Germany and Europe. Given its central location in Europe and status as convenient travel hub, Berlin serves as a base for further travel. Students typically take longer trips before or after the program, and shorter ones on some weekends during the session.

· Cost
For the 2006 session will be $5900. Airfare is not included. Duke students eligible for financial aid may draw on this for up to two summers of study, and apply this to the Duke Summer in Berlin. See Office of Study Abroad for details.

· Dates
June 21-July 28, 2006. This includes an orientation period prior to classes.
